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IMPOSITION OF MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF PENALTY UNDER
RTI ACT FOR MALAFIDELY FURNISHING MISLEADING
INFORMATION IN APPEAL NO KiC/5888/APL/2018 IN COURT
HALL NO 5

Bengaluru Feb 18 (Karnataka Information)

During the course of hearing of above referred Appeal filed by
Sri B.M. Godi, Badami Taluk, Bagalkot District, the Appellant
alleged that Sri S.B. Kusubi, the Public Information Officer and
Principal, Sri Annadaneshwara High School, Badami Taluk,
Bagalkota District has furnished misleading information through
irrelevant documents in response to his RTI application dated
23.012018. The information sought in the subject case was said to
be related to the fabricated Marks cards and Transfer certificate
issued by te Respondent school to one of their students
corresponding to the years 1997-98 and 1998-99. The said
appellant produced copies of certain documents in support of his



allegations based on which the Commission directed the
jurisdictional Deputy Director, Public Instruction Department,
Bagalkot District to carry out the investigation about the veracity of
Information provided by the P.I.O. of the School in exercise of its
power as provided under Rule 9 (iii) of Karnataka Right to
Information Rules, 2005. It was established through the
investigation report as well as its enclosures filed before this
Commissioner by the Deputy Director that the Sri S.B. Kusubi,
Respondent had furnished misleading information in response to the
subject RTI application by suppressing the issue of fabricated
Marks Cards and Transfer Certificate issued by him to one of the
students corresponding to the year 1997-98 and 1998-99 and the
concerned School management, the Public information Officer and
Principal under Karnataka Civil Service Rules, 1957.

Sri S.B. Kusubi was served with a showcause by the
Commission providing him an opportunity to furnish an
explanation in his defence against the contemplated penal action
under section 20(1) AND 20(2) of RTI Act, 2005 for having provided
incorrect information with malafide intension and thereby violating
the provisions of Section 7(1) of the Act in the subject case. Sri
Kusubi, in his reply to the showcause notice admitted that he had
furnished incorrect information by oversight and requested
Commission not to proceed with penal action against him since the
school management has already taken disciplinary action against
him based on above mentioned investigation report of the Deputy
Director of Public Instructions department.

The commission, having taken serious cognizance of the nature
violation of the provisions of the Act by Sri S.B. Kusubi who
malafidely provided incorrect and misleading information imposed



a penalty of Rs 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty Five Thousands Only), the
maximum amount of penalty provided under Section 20 (1) of the
act.
