BENGALURU, DHNS: The state
Cabinet on Friday decided to
come out with an ordinance
toprovide completerelief
from debt to small farm-

ers, landless agricultural
labourers and those from
the economically weaker
sections.

Addressing a press confer-
ence after a marathon meet-
ing of the state Cabinet, Chief
Minister H D Kumaraswamy
said the state government will
soon write to President Ram
Nath Kovind to promulgate
the Karnataka Debt Relief Or-
dinance, 2018 to provide relief
fromdebtfromloans procured
from private money lenders.

The debt relief will be appli-

1.25lakh perannum. Once the
ordinance is in place, money
lenders cannot coerce benefi-
ciaries repay loans.
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Immovable property
pledged by the beneficiary for
the loan needs to be returned.
There is no count on the num-
ber of beneficiaries or the
number of loans procured by
them.

Forcing the beneficiary to
repay loans will attract a fine
of Rs 1.25 lakh, a jail term of
one year or both, for the money
lender.

The ordinance and the sub-
sequent Act cannot be chal-
lenged in the court of law.

Kumaraswamy said the
beneficianieswill have toapply
with the jurisdictional assis-
tant commissioner to claim
debt relief. However, the debt
relief ordinance will not be
applicable for loans procured
from registered institutions.

The chief minister said a
similar ordinance was prom-
ulgated by the Devaraj Urs
government in 1976.

In another decision, the
state Cabinet decided to issue
aGovernmentOrdergiving ef-
fectto thewaiverof crop loans
worth Rs 30,163 crore availed
by farmers from nationalised
banks. Kumaraswamy said
the banks will be reimbursed
theloan amount in four instal-
ments. The government will
repay Rs 6,500 crore to the
banks for the financial year
2018-19.

Kumaraswamy, who holds
the finance portfolio, had
announced in his reply to the
budget proposals 2018-19
that crop loans up to Rs 2 lakh
borrowed from nationalised
bankswill bewaived. The Cab-
inet on Friday ratified the an-
nouncement. Some bankshad
refused to provide relief to the
government from repayment
of interest, he said. However,
the government will bear the
burden and repay the interest
amount too.

This is in addition to the
waiver of crop loans worth
Rs 9,448 crore availed in the
currentfinancial vear from the
cooperative sector. Kumar-
aswamy said the government
will soon appoint two nodal
officers(IAS cadre) to monitor
the crop loanwaiver scheme.




Floodrelief: Centre, state divided on Rs 700 cr

UAE clarifieson aid to
Kerala; row continues
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NEW DELHI: Amid a row over
Centre's decision against ac-
cepting foreign aid for flood-
hit Kerala, the United Arab
Emirates (UAE) government
clarified that it did not make
any specificannouncement
about providing Rs 700
crore to supportrelief, reha-
bilitation and reconstruction
efforts.

The UAE embassy in New
Delhi clarified that the gov-
emmentof the Gulfnation had
set up a committee to assess
the quantum of assistance
required for rehabilitation of
people and reconstruction of
infrastructure in Kerala. The
committee would work with
different organisations, in-
cluding the ones representing
the people of Keralaliving and
working in the UAE, itsaid.

A senior official of the UAE
embassyalsosaid thequantum
of financial aid that Abu Dhabi
would offer had not been i
nalised yet. The clarification
came even as media reports
indicated that the Emirates
SkyCargo airline would car-
ry relief items weighing over
175 tonnes from the UAE to
Kerala.

SC: Maintain
Mullaperiyar
level at 13999 ft

NEW DELHI, DHNS: The Su-

preme Court on Friday di-
rected authorities to maintain

the water level at Mullaperi-

yar dam at 139.99 feet as far

as practicable, since the issue

related to “saving human lives
in the situation of disaster”

suffered by Kerala due to un-

precedented rainfall and flood.

A bench of Chief Justice

Dipak Misra and justices A M
Khanwilkarand D Y Chandra-
chud took into record a sub-
mission made by Additional

Solicitor General P S Narasim-

ha, representing the Union
government, that the current

status of reservoir and water

level is at 139.99 feet at Mulla-

periyar dam, which would be

maintained all August 3L,
The court also directed
the states of Tamil Nadu and
Kerala to cooperate with the
committee of the dam, which

met on Thursday on lowering

thewater level from 142 feetto
139.99 feet.
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“The present writ petition has
nothing to do with any kind of
dispute between the states of
Tamil Nadu and Kerala, but
relates to saving of human lives
inthesituation of disaster,” the
bench said, referring to a plea
filed by Russel Joy.

The Tamil Nadu govern-
ment, represented by Shek-
harNaphadeand G Umapathy,
expressed apprehension that
the present petition could be
a sinister design to lower the
water level at the dam, earlier
fixed by the apex court.

The court posted the mat-
ter for further consideration
on September 5. It also asked
Tamil Nadu and Karnataka
governments to file their re-
sponse.

The Tamil Nadu govern-
ment also filed an affidavit
contending that the peti-
tioner tried to sensationalise
the issue and misguide the
COurt.

“The release of water from
Mullaperivar dam was very
little when compared to the
release from Idukki dam and
otherlarge number of dams in
Kerala due to unprecedented
rainfall...,"itsaid.

concept to rebuild Kodagu.

Kumaraswamy has also
thanked the prime minister
for enquiring about the situ-
ation in Kodagu and also for
providing necessary assistance
to the state government in the
rescue operation.

“Incessant high intensity
rain has wreaked havoc in
Kodagu and parts of adjoining
Malnad and coastal district.
The rain-induced landslides
have changed the geomor-
phology and river courses

in the region. Arterial roads
connecting Kodagu are com-
pletely damaged and this has
severely hampered movement
of relief operation, men and
material. From August 14 to
22, as many as 17 persons have
been reported dead, and more
than 2,200 houses have been
damaged,” he has said.
Kumaraswamyhasalsosaid
that the state government's
effective relief measures have
been lauded by President Ram
Nath Kovind. “Undeterred by

the devastation, the district
and the state machinery have
risen to the occasion and em-
barked on immediate relief
and restoration work.

Nearly 7,500 people have
been provided shelterin53re-
lief camps while 50,000 food
packets with rice, oil, pulses,
salt and sugar are been sup-
plied to more than 4,500 peo-
ple who have been rescued,”
Kumaraswamyadded.

The chief minister has also
said that the government was
in the process of construct-
ing temporary dwelling units
using prefabricated aluminum
material to house roughly
10,000 people till permanent
structures are constructed.

“The people of Kodagu, by
their sheer grit and resilience,
have been trying to get back to
normalcy. But, this requires
liberal assistance from the
Centre as many houses and
critical infrastructures have
been completely flattened
due to landslides rendering
several thousand families
homeless,” the chief minister
said.
