Rules to curb

Bengaluru: The state gov-
ernment has put in place spe-
cific mandatory rules and
regulations to be followed by
bureaucrats visiting abroad.
The notification, issued on
August 28, stipulates manda-
tory clearances from the
heads of departments, includ-
ing ministers and that of the
chief minister, for bureau-
crats who are part of adelega-
tion travelling abroad either
on invitation or suo motu.
“Earlier too, there were
norms which were to be fol-
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lowed, with the bureaucrats
having to give documenta-
tions and reasons for their
tours. They had to submit
their travel plans to the DPAR
and then it would be forward-
ed to the CM. However, in
some cases, the plans of bu-
reaucrats were bypassing the
department of personnel and

officers’

Apart from declaring
reasons, the bureaucrats
will have to explain in what
manner will the lr'p toa
icular destination
the administration

administration and there
were concerns over such
trips. Hence, we've issued
new regulations,” said chief
secretary TM Vijay Bhaskar.

If travellingas partof a
larger delegation or all-India
services team, they must get
clearance from the external
affairs minisiry Besides trav-
el expenditure, boarding,
lodging and accepting gifts
from foreign delegates must
be done in coordination with
the Union home ministry.

The state-level officers,
when part of an IAS, ministe-
rial or larger delegation travel-
ling abroad, must give travel
details to the government.
They cannot travel on the
premise of superiors adding
their name to the list.

Court asks car dealer to give
buyer promised gold coin

Bengaluru: Two years ago, a
city-based car showroom had
advertised it would give a free
gold coin to those booking a
new Datsunhatchback, butfai-
led to deliver on its promise to
a customer. Recently, consu-
mer forum ordered it to stand
by itscommitmentandalsobe-
ar his courtexpenses.

In mid-2016, Suresh Bhat
of Banashankari 6th Stage
browsed through various op-
tions for a car and came

across an attractive offer by
Messrs Apple Autocraft Pri-
vate Ltd on 100 Feet Ring Road
in Hosakerehalli. It promised
a 2gm gold coin free for every
new booking of Datsun Redi-
GO. Following a preliminary
enquiry and assurances by
sales personnel at the dea-
lership, Bhatbooked the vehi-
cle on September 24, 2016 by
paying Rs 5,000. But he didn’t
receive the coin.

On October 6, 2016, Bhat
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A Bengaluru-based
car showroom had
advertised it would
give a free gold coin
to those booking a
Datsun hatchback,
but failed to deliver
onits promise to
Suresh Bhat from
Banashankari

paid the full amount and dro-
vehomethecarafterthesales
manager atthe dealership sa-
id they had run out of stock of
coins due to excessive boo-
King. From November 2016 to
August 2017, the staff Kkept
promisngBhat he would begi-
ven the coin only to finally tell
him the offer had expired.
Upset at being made to run

back and forth and being given
a lame excuse, the Bengalure-
an was determined to teach
them alesson.

He approached the Benga-
luru Rural and Urban I Addi-
tional District Consumer Dis-
putes Redressal Forum and
lodged a complaint against
Apple Autocraft Private Ltdon
October 26, 2017.

He presented documents
supporting his claim, inclu-
ding the customer order boo-
king form showing the gold co-
in offer. However, the opposite
party failed to appear before
the frumand the case was deci-
ded ex parte.

In the litigation lasting 10
months, the judges slammed
theshowroom representatives
by terming it ‘service deficien-
¢y’ and noted that the custo-
mer was cheated with false
promises. In the August 31 ver-
dict, the forum ruled that the
vice-president and sales ma-
nager of of the dealershipsho-
uld hand over the promised co-
in or its alternative at present
market value to Bhat within 30
days. The judges further orde-
red the dealer to pay Rs 1,000 to-
wards Bhat’s court expenses.

Settle rent by
Dec 31 or vacate
house: HC to actor
Yash’s mother

Bengaluru: The Karnataka high court
on Wednesday upheld a sessions court or-
der, directing Sandalwood star Yash'’s
mother to settle her un-
paid house rent amount-
ing to more than Rs 23
lakh, by December 31.

A division bench
headed by Justice ASBo-
panna said if the actor
and his mother pay the amount, they
would be permitted to live in the rented
house in Katriguppe area of South Ben-
galuruuntil March 31 next year.

If they fail to pay the rent, they will
have to vacate the house by December 31,
2018, the bench said, dismissing the regu-
l1ar first appeal filed by Yash’s mother, A
Pushpa.

In April this year, a city civil court in
Bengaluru had ordered Yash and his
mother to vacate the rented house within
three months.

House owner Dr M Muniprasad had
complained that Yash and Pushpa were
threatening him and refusing to pay Rs
21.371akh they owe him as rent since 2011.
Accordingtohim, Yash had paid Rs 40,000
per month for only 11 months, after enter-
ingintoan agreementin October2010and
defaulting thereafter.

Muniprasad, who wanted to rent the
house to a relative, asked the actor to pay
the remaining rent and vacate the house.
As police didn’t register a complaint, he
moved the civilcourt.
