The grant will be utilised for set-
ting up goshalas (cattle shelters), dig-
ging borewells and supplying water
through tankers,” he added.

Four years on, fertiliser plant promised
by Ananth Kumar remains on paper

K'taka needs to develop
agri as industry: Minister

Bengaluru; It's been four
yvearssince Unionchemicals
and fortilizers minister HN
Ananth Eumar announced
the setting up of a fertiliser
manufacturingplantin Kar-
nataka. But the promise still
remains on paper, despite
the state government offer-
ing land for free for the pro-
posed factory

Soon after he took over as
minister of chemicals and
fertilizers in 2014, Kumar
had announced that he'd
sanctlon a fertiliser manu-
facturing unit for Karnata-
ka, provided the state gov-
ernment gives the required
land. It was, in fact, one of
hisfirstpromises asaminis-
ter. The proposal was to set
up a plant with an annual
production capacity of 13
lakh tonnes, with an invest-
mentof Rs5,500crore.

The state SOVRrnment,
aftor several rounds of dis-
cussions with the ministry
of fertilizers, identified
three sites near Dharwad,
Davanagere and Vijayapura
districts. All the sites are in
the vicinity of the Dabhol-
Bidadi gas pipeline project
as suggestod by the Centre,

as natural gas is a major

component for every fertil-
izer plant.
“We Thave Identified

around 275 acres near Da-
vanagere and 500 acres each
near Dharwad and Vijayapu-
ra. We have even informed
the Union fertilizers minis-
try that the state government
1sready toprovide land free of
cost. But there has beon no
further communication from
the minister or the ministry,”
£aid an official of thestate in-
dustries department.

It is also being said that at
one point of time, the Union
ministry asked the state gov-
ernment to contact private
fortilizer manufacturing
companies toinvestin Karna-
taka, much against the prom-
ise made by the Union minis-
ter: “We did contact some five
companies, but none evinced
interest. It is the Union minis-
ter who had promised a plant
to Karnataka. Now they are
asking us to find a private
company,” an official said.

Industries minister KJ
George sald the state had
prompily identified land for
the plant and offered to give
it free of cost. “Now it is for
the Union ministry to final-
ize one of these sites and set

‘Savior’ WhatsApp Group Of Doctors Ensured Speedy Action

Mangaluru: A doctors’ col-
lective on Monday saved the
life of a Chikkamagaluru la-
bourer, who suffered a heart
attack in the morning and
travelled more than 130km in
two vehicles for over eight
hours before he got life-saving
treatment late in the night.

Sources said the 44-year-
oldlabourer from Samse com-
plained of chest pain at 11am
on Monday Since public
transport was off the roads
due to the Bharat bandh, he
had to wait till 3pm to get an
autorickshaw to reach the
nearest town, Kalasa, by
4.30pm. The Kalasa hospital
carried out preliminary in-
vestigation and put the la-
bourer on an ambulance to
Mangaluru by 7pm.

The ambulance reached
the coastal city by 10.45pm,
and he was treated successful-
ly at the Kasturba Medical
College in thenick of time.

Though the heart patient
seemingly lost time in getting
medical attention, hereceived
the best treatment, thanks to

ba Medical College. Dr Ka-
math said the labourer trav-
ellied 7km in a rickshaw and
125Kkm in an ambulance to re-
ach the Mangaluru hospital.

The Cardiology at Door-
steps initiative has 250 prac-
titioners working in Dakshi-
na Kannada, Udupi, Uttara
Kannada, Kodagu, Hassan
and Chikkamagaluru dis-
tricts, and the cardiologists
are Dr Padmanabh Kamath
and Dr Manish Rai.

Dr Kamath said the la-
bourer was examined by Dr
Vikram Prabhu from Kalasa
and an ECG was done on
him. He had to be rushed to
Mangaluru for further treat-
ment. Because of the bandh,
his travel was delayed. Once
in Mangaluru, the labourer
underwent angioplasty.

“A youth who suffered a
massive heart attack died in
2014 because of delay indiag-
nosis. This forced me to col-

lect demographic details of
villages, towns, nearest hos-
pitals, primary health cen-
tres and database of doctors.
After two years of compila-
tion of information, we
formed a WhatsApp group
called ‘Savior' and started
usingthisplatform toreach
outtopatients. Wesavedthe
labourer’s life, thanks to
the CAD and Dr Prabhu
from Kalasa, who took the
right decisions,” Dr Ka-
math said, adding the doc-
tors’ collective has saved
many lives from the brink.
Dr Kamath said they have
handed out free ECG ma-
chines to 25 health centres in
fivedistricts in theregion and
25 more centres will be cov-
ered in this programme by
November. “High-end ma-
chines which cost Rs 46,000
will be distributed to regional
centres that cover more vil-
lages. Ten more units will be
distributed on Ganesha Cha-
turthi,” the doctor added.
